And he will turn many of the children of Israel to the
Lord their God, and he will go beforéhim in the spirit and power of Elijah, to turn the hearts of the fathersto the children, and the
disobedient to the wisdom'of the just, to make ready for the Lord a people prepared."And Zechariah said to the angel, "How shall 1
know this? For I am an old man, and my wife'is advanced in years." And the angel answered him, "I am Gabriel. I stand in the
presence of God, and 1 was sent to speak to you and to bring you this good news. And behold, you will be silent and unable to speak
until the day that these things take place, because you did not believe my words, which will be fulfilled in their tifme." And the people
were waiting for Zechariah, and they were wondering at his delay in the temple. And when he came out, he was unable to speak to
them, and they realized that he had seen a vision in the temple. And he kept making signs to them and remained mute. And when his
time of service was ended, he went to his home.After these days his wife Elizabeth conceived, and for five months she kept herself
hidden; saying, "Thus the Lord has done forme in the days when he looked on me, to take away my reproach among people."In the
sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee named Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was
Joseph, of the house of David. And the virgm’s  name was Mary. And he came to'her and said, "Greetings, O favored one, the Lord is
with you!" But she was greatly troubled at the saying, and tried to discern what sort of greeting this might be. And the angel said to
her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. And behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and
you shall call his name Jesus. He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. And the Lord God will give to him the
throne of his father David, and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end."And Mary said
to the angel, "How will this be, since T am a virgin?"And the angel answered her, "The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power
of the Most High will overshadow you; therefore the child to be born will be called holy— the Son of God.

Inithose days Mary arose and went with haste into the hill country, to a town in Judah, and'she entered the house
of Zechariah and greeted Elizabeth. And when Elizabeth heard the greeting of Mary, the baby leaped in her womb. And Elizabeth was
filled with the Holy Spirit, and she exclaimed with a loud ery; ! Blessed are you among women, and blessed is the fruit of your womb!
And why is this granted to me that the mother of my Lord should come to me? For behold, when the sound of your greetinig came to
my ears, thé'baby:in'my womb leaped for joy: And blesséd is she who believed that there would be a fulfillment of what was spoken to
her from the Lord:" And Mary said, "My:soul magnifies the Lord, and my spirit rejoices in God my Savior, for he has looked on the
humble estate ofhis servant. For behold, from now on all generations will call me blessed; for he who'is mighty has done great things
for me, and holy is his name. Andhls mcrcy is for those who fear him from generation to generation: He has shown strength with his
arm; he has scattered the proud’ ir hearts; he:has brought down the mighty from their thrones and exalted those
of humble estate; hehasﬁlledthe hﬂng):y with, good things, and the rich he has sent away empty: He has helped his servant Israel, in
remembrance of his mercy, as he spoke to ot fathers, to Abraham and to his offspring forever." And Mary remained with her about
three months and returned to her home. Now the time came for Elizabeth to give birth, and she bore a son. And her neighbors and
relatives heard that the Lord had shown great mercy to her; and they rejoiced with her. And on the eighth day they came to circumcise
the child. And they: would have called him Zachana.h after his father, but his mother answered, "No; he shall be called John.” And they
said to her, "None of y elatives is called by th " And they made signs to his father, inquiring what he wanted him to be
called. And he as REANERR writing tablet and wrote, "His name is John." And they all wondered. And immediately his mouth was
opened and his tongue loosed, and he spoke, blessing God. And fear came on all their neighbors. And all these things were talked
about through all the hill country of Judea, and all who heard them laid them up in their hearts, saying;, "What then will this child
be?" For the hand of the Lord was with him. And his father Zechariah was filled with the Holy Spirit and prophesied, saying,
"Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, for he has visited and redeemed his people and has raised up a horn of salvation for us in the house
of his servant David, as he:spoke by themouthiof his holy prophets from of old,  that we should be saved from our enemies and from
the hand of all who hate us; to show the mercy promised to our fathers and to remember his holy covenant, the oath that he swore to
our father Abraham, to grant us that we, being delivered from the hand of our enemies; might servehimwithout fear, inholiness and
righteousness before him all our'days: And you; ch:ld will be called the prophetiof the Most High; for you will go before the Lord to
prepare his ways,to give knowledge of sal to his p forgiveness of their sins, because of the tender mercy of our God,
whereby the sunrise shall visit us from on high to give hghr. to those who sit in'darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet
into the way of peace." And the child grew and became strong in spirit, and he was in the wilderness until the day of his public
appearance to Israel. In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be registered. This was the first
registration when Quirinius was governor of Syria. And all went to be registered, each to his own town. And Joseph also went up from
Galilee, from the town of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage
of David, to be registered with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child.
