Day 1
Read John 1:1-2.
Memory Verse: John 1:1-2

For the next few months we are going to learn more about
Jesus by reading in the book of John.

Read John 1:1-3.

Day 3
Read John 1:4-5.

In verses 4 and 5, Jesus is called:
light darkness

Many times in the Bible Jesus is called "light" or "the light of the world."
I don't know about you, but when I think about light, T feel encouraged:;
when I think of darkness, it makes me sad and sometimes scared.
T'll take light over darkness any day!
Jesus shines His light in the darkness, so we never have any reason to be afraid.
In Him there is no darkness at all, and He is with you all the timel

Pray and thank Jesus for being your light.
Ask Him to help you ftrust Him when you are scared.




Day 4
Read John 1:6-9.

John the Baptist was a man who loved Jesus and wanted everyone else
to know and love Jesus, too. The Bible calls him a "witness."
A witness is someone who has personal knowledge of something and shares
that knowledge with others. John testified "concerning the light,” that is, Jesus,
and many people believed in Jesus because of him.

Have you shared Jesus with someone you know?
God desires that everyone will come to know Him,
but they can't know about Him unless we share His good news just like John!

Pray and ask God to show you who you can share Jesus with this week.
Then share Him!

Day 5
Read John 1:12

What does this verse say we need to do to become children of God?

God created us, but that does not automatically make us His children. He gives us a
choice: to believe in Jesus and receive Him, or to reject Him. Those who believe that
Jesus died on the cross to save them from their sins and receive Him as their Savior

become children of God and are saved!

Have you received Jesus as your Savior? If not, do you want to?
