Day 1
Read John 1:19-28.

Who is John the Baptist talking about in verses 26-27?

John was talking about Jesus, the very sandals of whom he
was not worthy to tie. John worshipped and respected
Jesus so much that he felt he could not even serve him as
the lowest servant! John was a man of great humility,
considering others above himself and always
putting Jesus first.

Pray and ask God to give you a spirit of humility.
Commit to put Jesus first in your lifel




Day 2
Read John 1:29-31.

What does John call Jesus in verse 29?

John called Jesus the "Lamb of God." In Bible times, every morning and evening a lamb
was sacrificed in the temple for the sins of the people. To pay for sin, a life had to be
given. Jesus is the Lamb of God because He took away the sins of the entire world
when He died on the cross...and three days later,

He came back to life and still lives today!

Pray and thank God for giving us Jesus, who takes away the sins of the world.

Day 3
Read John 1:32-34.

What does John call Jesus in verse 34?

John calls Jesus the "Son of God." Did you know Jesus is God's only Son?
One of my favorite verses, John 3:16, says:
"For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son,
that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.”
God loves you so much that He gave you Jesus;
because Jesus died for you, you can have eternal life and
live with God in heaven forever!

Pray and thank God for giving His one and only Son Jesus.




Day 4
Read John 1:35-39.

What does Jesus tell His disciples to do in verse 39?

Jesus invited the disciples to come and see where He lived; the Bible says that they
spent the day with Him. Did you know you can spend time with Jesus, t00?
If you believe in Him, He lives in your heart, and every time you pray, read your Bible
and sing to Jesus, you spend fime with Him.

Commit to spend time with Jesus everyday.
Sing Him your favorite worship song, pray or read your Bible.
He loves spending time with you!

Day 5
Read John 1:40-43.

What does Jesus tell Philip to do in verse 43?

Jesus commanded Philip to follow Him, and Philip obeyed.

Did you know Jesus asks you to follow Him, too? When you chose to believe in Jesus,
that was the first step to following Him. The next step is walking with Him by obeying
what He tells you to do in the Bible. Honoring your parents, helping a friend, saying
something kind and reading your Bible are all examples of ways you can follow Jesus.
