Read John 9:1-7.

Who is in this passage?

What does Jesus do for the blind man?

Verse 5 reminds us that Jesus is the Light of the world, guiding us everyday.
When you pray and read the Bible, Jesus' light opens your eyes
and shows you how to follow God!

Day 3
Read John 10:11.

Who does Jesus say He is?

What did He do?

Jesus says He is the Good Shepherd who lays down his life for the sheep.

A shepherd's job is to take care of all of His sheep. If one little lamb escapes,
the shepherd will leave the rest of the sheep to rescue the lonely little lamb.
Just as a shepherd loves and cares for his sheep, Jesus loves and cares for you.
He watches over you morning and night...even when you are sleeping!
Jesus would do anything—including lay down His life—
to show you how much He loves youl

Pray and thank Jesus for being your Good Shepherd.




Day 4
Read John 10:27-28.

Who is the sheep in this passage?

What do the sheep do?

YOU are the sheep, and JESUS is the Good Shepherd! The sheep are anyone who
believes in Jesus as their personal Savior. Jesus says He knows each
and every one of His sheep, and they /isten to His voice.
Listening to His voice means they obey His commands in the Bible.
I love the end of verse 28 when Jesus says,
*...no one can snatch them out of my hand.”
No one and nothing can separate you from the love of Jesus, your Good Shepherd.

Read John 11:38-44.
