Inasmuch as many have undertaken to compile a narrative of the things that have been accomplished among us, just as those who'
from the beginning were eyewitnesses and ministers of the word have delivered them to us, it seemed good to me also, having
followed all things closely for some time past, to write an orderly account for you, most excellent Theophilus, that you may have
certainty concerning the things you have been taught.

And the whole multitude of the people were
praying outside at the hour of incense. And there appeared to him an angel of the Lord standing on the right side of the altar of
incense. And Zechariah was troubled when he saw him, and fear fell upon him. But the angel said to him, "Do not be afraid,
Zechariah, for your prayer has been heardyand yourwife Elizabeth will bear youwason, and you shall call his name John. And you will
have joy and gladness, and many will rejoice th’:s'birth foi‘hc'wxllbe gmt ‘before the Lord. And he must not drink wine or strong
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whereby the sunrise shall visit us from on high to i darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet
into the way of peace." And the child grew and e strong was in the wilderness until the day of his public
appearance to Israel. In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be registered. This was the first
registration when Quirinius was governor of Syria. And all went to be registered, each to his own town. And Joseph also went up from
Galilee, from the town of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage
of David, to be registered with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. And while they were there, the time came for her to give
birth. And she gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in swaddling cloths and laid him in a manger, because there was no
place for them in the inn. And in the same region there were shepherds out in the field, keeping watch over their flock by night. And
an angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were filled with fear. 0And the angel
said to them, "Fear not, for behold 1 bring you good news of great joy that will be for all the people.
